DragonOak Traditional Witchcraft

· DragonOak is one of many traditions of Witchcraft. 

· DragonOak celebrates the Full Moons. We sometimes Circle on the New Moon. We honour the Goddess and God on these nights and often do magical work. Work may vary from healing magic to job, money, or environmental concerns.

· DragonOak operates an inner court and an outer court of study; the outer court is eclectic and deals with the general basic training of the occult practitioner, whereas the inner court is only available after initiation and is more related to traditional Witchcraft, hermetics and esoteric studies such as working with Hekate and Hermes who are our coven patrons spell work and Tarot, Esoteric astrology, Alchemy, Angelic and ceremonial ritual techniques. The student lessons give a taster of these things, but the work after initiation is far more in-depth.
· We teach members to make and use the witch's tools. We teach basic herbalism, healing, divination, astrology, dowsing, fire making, and other useful skills to a witch. We train members to eventually lead their own covens. We do this through lectures, mental training exercises, hands-on workshops, memorization, writing, and performing essential rituals in a group setting. 

· As a rule, DragonOak limits personal training to people who are over 18 years of age. 

· DragonOak does charge for its training. We expect coveners to donate funds to a coven fund that pays for courses, camps, and equipment within the coven.   For students, the payment is £5 per month..Initiates pay 10 pounds, and the Coven Leader pays £20.
These funds go back to the coven to pay for camps and courses.

· Students will be expected to make one study night a week on a Sunday night between 6 and 8pm They will also be expected to attend the  full moon ritual and sabbat rituals every 6 weeks.
